Another way to fight dim
lights and dead batteries

Most of CPPC’s hobby cars come
from the era of the six-volt battery.

Six-volt systems provided adequate
but not extraordinary service when
they were brand new.

All of us can remember leaving the
lights or radio on, maybe getting scold-
ed for leaving a dome light on, watch-
ing headlights go dim while idling at
a traffic signal, or using up the battery
trying to start the car on a cold morn-
ing.

There’s a reason why 12-volt sys-
tems caught on when Detroit starting
switching over, late in the 1950s. It was
progress.

Purists will say that a 6-volt system
is perfectly adequate if it is in good re-
pair. That's true, but it gets tougher and
tougher to keep them in good repair as
time goes by and parts availablity re-
cedes like our childhood memories.

People going for driveability are
likely to switch to a 12-volt system
driven by an alternator, but that needs
to be done carefully or dash lights,
gauges, heater fans, etc. will fry.

In 1987, a guy named Randy Run-
dle created a good 6-volt alternator. It
pushes power through aging connec-
tions even at an idle, and it won’t hurt
grandpa’s 5-tube Motorola.

Randy Rundle died in February,
2021, and his family is carrying on the
business at fifthaveinternetgarage.com.

There are a variety of things on the
site an enthusiast will find interesting,
and a 6-volt alternator with a choice
of pulley for every application will set
you back $245.
