August Technical Tips, overdrive electronics

OVERDRIVE FLECTRICAIL SYSTEM
The overdrive unit provides aato

| matic fourth (4th) gear performance
8 al speeds above approximately 25 wo
: 30 miles per hour.

This is accomplished by a plan-
etary gear arrangement within the
overdrive unit which drives the pro-
peller shafr (driveline) (10) ten revo
ludons for every (7} seven revolu
tions of the engine. Otherwise, the
car will ravel 10 miles of road to only
7 miles for the engine wear.

Another fisure you can use is the
engine when in the overdrive, iz
turning 30 % less REM's while travel
ing on the roadway. Automatic me
chanical shifting from conventional
drive 1o overdrive and from over-
drive to conventional drive is depen-
dant upon the [uncton of three (3)
electrical control circuits; the control
circuit, the solenaid circuit, and the
ignition interruption cirouit.
CONTROL CIRCUTT

The control circuit is a switching
circuit to operate the overdrive re-
lay which closes, or breaks the sole-
noid operating circuit.

It is anly in operation when the
ignition is turned on, the contraol
handle iz pushed in when the car
speed is above approximately 25
miles per hour. The circuit begins at
the ignition terminal of the horn re-
lay and runs down through the kick-
down switch "A" Terminals, through
arail lockout switch; then to the gov
ernor which grounds the circuit
whenever the car speed is above ap-
proximnately 25 miles per hour.

The grounding completes the cr-
cuit, permitting flow of the current
which operates the overdrive relay,

The Circuit can be broken at any
point, and when broken, the relay
points open cutting off current in
the solenoid circuit.

The governor contacts will open
when the car speed decreases below
25 miles per hour. The contacts in
the kick-down switch separate and
break the circuit when the kick-
down switch is operated. When the
control handle is pulled out, the
lockout rail switch opens.

This will de-energize the entire
electrical circuit when the overdrive
is locked out so that there will be
no current drain on the car electri-
cal syslen.

SOLENOID CIRCUIT

The golenaid circuit controls the
flow of current to the solenoid. The
circuit starts at the battery termi
nal on the horn relay. This Terminal
iz uzed only az a source of current
since it is a part of a direct current
from the battery and is HOT at all
times,

The circuit then run to the bat
tery terminal on the overdrive re
lay; through a 20 amp. fuse; through
the overdrive relay contact points
and then to the number 4 terminal
on the solenoid. The circuit within
the solenoid is grounded at all
Limes,

When current is flowing in the
control circuit, the overdrive relay
points close and the solenoid cironit
supplies current 1o the solenoid.
This drives the solenoid plunger
inward and permits engagement of
the overdrive gearing as soon as the
driver releases the throttle and per-
mits the engine to slow down.
IGNITION INTERRUFITON CIRCUTT

The ignition interruption circuit
provides a means of shifting from
overdrive 1o conventional drive rap-
idly.
